At Airedale General Hospital we use the following cleaning systems in our Departments:
Traditional -We use dust control mops, colour coded wet mops and buckets, semi disposable and disposable cloths, high dusters and approved cleaning agents to clean departmental areas and non clinical areas.  All mops are laundered at the required temperature to achieve thermal disinfection.
Specialised - We use steam cleaning machines and yellow disposable cleaning equipment and hypochlorite solution to clean areas and equipment that require specialised cleaning to ensure infection prevention is maintained.

All cleaning tasks are performed following job breakdowns/procedures.
